OFFERS to you, the Sub-Licensee, the permission to access and use the Licensed Material on the terms and conditions as set out in this Sub-Licence. Upon completing and returning the enclosed Acceptance of Sub-Licence Form, your institution will become a non-exclusive Sub-Licensee of HEFCE.

Acceptance shall be by delivery of a completed copy of the Acceptance of Sub-Licence Form attached hereto to the Joint Information Systems Committee ("JISC") or a JISC authorised agent who will accept delivery on behalf of HEFCE. Acceptance shall be acceptance of all terms of this Sub-Licence and no variation or counter offer will be accepted by HEFCE. In the event that no or partial compliance is made as to the manner or form described for acceptance, no sub-licence will be granted and this offer is deemed withdrawn.

RECITALS
WHEREAS the OUP Archive is a digital archive of academic journals published by Oxford University Press as listed in Schedule 2 hereto; 

AND WHEREAS OUP Archive and all Intellectual Property Rights (as hereafter defined) therein are owned by or licensed to Oxford University Press;

AND WHEREAS by an agreement between Oxford University Press and HEFCE (the "OUP Archive Licence Agreement]"), HEFCE is permitted to sub-license the access and use of the OUP Archive to Sub-Licensees in accordance with the terms of this Sub-Licence;

AND WHEREAS HEFCE has delegated certain duties and obligations relating to the Sub-Licences to JISC. JISC will act as the point of contact and, through a JISC authorised agent as its authorised representative, will oversee and co-ordinate the licensing process with the Sub-Licensees.

HEFCE AND THE SUB-LICENSEE AGREE AS FOLLOWS:

DEFINITIONS
1.1
In this Sub-Licence, the following expressions shall have the following meanings:

	"Authorised Users"
	means individuals who are authorised by the Sub-Licensee to access the Sub-Licensee’s information services whether on-site or off-site via Secure Authentication and who are affiliated to the Sub-Licensee as a current student (undergraduates and postgraduates), member of staff (whether on a permanent or temporary basis) or contractor of the Sub-Licensee. Persons who are not a current student, member of staff or a contractor of the Sub-Licensee, but who are permitted to access the Sub-Licensee’s information services from computer terminals within the physical premises of the Sub-Licensee ["Walk-In Users"] are also deemed to be Authorised Users, only for the time they are within the physical premises of the Sub-Licensee. Walk-In Users may not be given means to access the Licensed Material when they are not within the physical premises of the Sub-Licensee. 

	"Commercial Use"
	means use of the Licensed Material for the purpose of monetary reward (whether by or for the Sub-Licensee or an Authorised User) by means of the sale, resale, loan, transfer, hire or other form of exploitation of the Licensed Material or incorporation of an article or a chapter of the Licensed Material in a publication intended for such purpose. For the avoidance of doubt, neither the recovery of direct cost by the Sub-Licensee from Authorised Users, nor use by the Sub-Licensee or Authorised Users of the Licensed Material in the course of research funded by a commercial organisation is deemed to constitute Commercial Use.

	"Educational Purposes"


	means for the purpose of education, teaching, distance learning, private study and/or research.

	"Fee"
	means the fee as set out in Schedule 1.

	"Intellectual Property Rights"


	means patents, trademarks, trade names, design rights, copyright (including rights in computer software and moral rights), database rights, rights in know-how and other intellectual property rights, in each case whether registered or unregistered and including applications for the grant of any of the foregoing and all rights or forms of protection having equivalent or similar effect to any of the foregoing which may subsist anywhere in the world.

	"JORUM Repository"
	means the central repository of learning and teaching material funded by the UK funding bodies.

	"Licensed Material"
	means the material licensed in this Sub-Licence known to the parties as ‘OUP Archive’ which is further described in Schedule 2. 

	"Secure Authentication"
	means access to the Licensed Material by ATHENS authentication, Internet Protocol (“IP”) ranges or by another means of authentication agreed between Oxford University Press and HEFCE from time to time. 

	"Secure Network"


	means a network  which is only accessible by Secure Authentication.

	"Sub-Licensee"


	means the sub-licensee whose details are set out in the Acceptance of Sub-Licence Form attached hereto and made a part hereof.

Headings contained in this Sub-Licence are for reference purposes only and shall not be deemed to be an indication of the meaning of the clause to which they relate.

Where the context so implies, words importing the singular number shall include the plural and vice versa and words importing the masculine shall include the feminine and vice versa.

GRANT OF SUB-LICENCE
2.1
The Sub-Licensee agrees to pay the Fee as set out in Schedule 1, in consideration of which HEFCE agrees to grant to the Sub-Licensee a non-exclusive sub-licence to access and use the Licensed Material and to allow Authorised Users to access and use the Licensed Material throughout the term of this Sub-Licence by Secure Authentication for Educational Purposes only and not for Commercial Use.       

3.
USE OF THE LICENSED MATERIAL
3.1
Throughout the term of this Sub-Licence the Sub-Licensee may for Educational Purposes only:

make such local electronic copies of all or part of the Licensed Material as are necessary to ensure efficient use by Authorised Users, provided that such use is subject to all the terms and conditions of this Sub-Licence;

Reproductions in printed or electronic form of Academic Works may be provided to sponsors of such Academic Works.  Each item shall carry appropriate acknowledgement of the source, listing title and copyright owner.

display, download and print parts of the Licensed Material for the purpose of promotion of the Licensed Material, testing of the Licensed Material, or for training Authorised Users;

3.1.10
publicly display or publicly perform parts of the Licensed Material as part of a presentation at a seminar, conference, or workshop, or other such similar activity; 

3.1.11
make such copies of training material and network such training material as may be required for the purpose of using the Licensed Material in accordance with this Sub-Licence; and

3.1.12
deposit the learning and teaching objects as referred to in Clause 3.1.7 in electronic repositories operated by the Sub-Licensee on a Secure Network and in the JORUM Repository. The access and use of such learning and teaching objects shall be governed by the terms and conditions of the applicable repository.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, the parties shall neither assemble nor provide data from which an individual user could be identified.

The Sub-Licensee shall pay the Fee to HEFCE for the Sub-Licence in the amount and upon terms set out in Schedule 1.

TERM AND TERMINATION

The term of this Sub-Licence will commence upon the date of signature and will remain in full force and effect until 31st July 2011, unless terminated earlier as provided for in this Clause 9.

9.2
Either party may terminate this Sub-Licence at any time on the material breach or repeated other breaches by the other of any obligation on its part under this Sub-Licence by serving a written notice on the other identifying the nature of the breach. The termination will become effective thirty days after receipt of the written notice unless during the relevant period of thirty (30) days the defaulting party remedies the breach.

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, this Sub-Licence will be treated as if terminated if the OUP Archive Licence Agreement between Oxford University Press and HEFCE terminates until HEFCE remedies the breach. HEFCE will notify the Sub-Licensee of such termination and when it has remedied the breach. HEFCE shall make reasonable endeavours not to cause the OUP Archive Licence Agreement between  Oxford University Press and HEFCE to terminate.

9.4
Where HEFCE receives information indicating that there may have been a breach by the Sub-Licensee which could give rise to rights of termination under clause 9.2, HEFCE may suspend the rights of the Sub-Licensee under this Agreement until such time as HEFCE has determined whether or not such a breach has occurred and may procure the suspension of the Sub-Licensee’s on-line access to the Licensed Material, regardless of whether at the time of the suspension that on-line access is being provided by Oxford University Press, HEFCE or any third party on behalf of Oxford University Press or HEFCE. If HEFCE subsequently determines that such a breach has not occurred, HEFCE shall use its reasonable endeavours to procure restoration of the Sub-Licensee’s on-line access. In no circumstances shall the Sub-Licensee be entitled to any refund of fees or other compensation from HEFCE in respect of the period during which its rights and any on-line access were suspended.

HEFCE makes no representation or warranty, and expressly disclaims any liability with respect to the content of the Licensed Material, including but not limited to errors or omissions contained therein, libel, infringement of rights of publicity, privacy, trademark rights, moral rights, or the disclosure of confidential information.

The Sub-Licensee agrees to notify Oxford University Press and HEFCE immediately and provide full particulars in the event that it becomes aware of any actual or threatened claims by any third party in connection with any works contained in the Licensed Material. It is expressly agreed that upon such notification, or if Oxford University Press becomes aware of such a claim from other sources, Oxford University Press may remove such work(s) from the Licensed Material. At the request of Oxford University Press, the Sub-Licensee will make all reasonable efforts to remove such work(s) from any copies of the Licensed Material maintained by the Sub-Licensee.  Failure to report knowledge of any actual or threatened claim by any third party shall be deemed a material breach of this Sub-Licence.
