OFFERS to you, the Sub-Licensee, the permission to access and use the Licensed Material on the terms and conditions as set out in this Sub-Licence. Upon completion of the Subscription Order and Acceptance Form (as hereafter defined) as part of the JISC Collections Online Ordering Service your institution will become a non-exclusive Sub-Licensee of JISC Collections.
Acceptance of this Sub-Licence will be by receipt of the Order Confirmation Email (JISC Collections) (as hereafter defined) by JISC Collections as part of the JISC Collections Online Ordering Service. Acceptance shall be acceptance of all terms of this Sub-Licence and no variation or counter offer will be accepted by JISC Collections. In the event that no or partial compliance is made as to the manner or form described for acceptance, no sub-licence will be granted and this offer is deemed withdrawn.
BACKGROUND
1.  ACLS Humanities E-book is a cross searchable digital collection of over 1,700 full-text titles in the humanities available online. 

2. ACLS Humanities E-Book and all intellectual property rights therein are owned by or duly licensed to [Publisher].
3. By an agreement between ACLS and JISC Collections (the " ACLS Humanities E-Book  Licence Agreement"), JISC Collections is permitted to sub-license the access and use of ACLS Humanities E-Book to Sub-Licensees in accordance with the terms of this Sub-Licence.
JISC COLLECTIONS AND THE SUB-LICENSEE AGREE AS FOLLOWS:
1.	DEFINITIONS
1.1	In this Sub-Licence, the following expressions shall have the following meanings:
	"Authorised Users"
	means an individual who is authorised by the Sub-Licensee to have access to its information services (whether on-site or off-site) via Secure Authentication and who is:

· a current student (including undergraduates and postgraduates);

· a member of staff (whether permanent or temporary including retired members of staff and any teacher who teaches Authorised Users registered in the United Kingdom); 

· a contractor of the Institution; or

· a Walk-In User.

Walk-In Users are persons who are allowed by the Sub-Licensee to access its information services from computer terminals or otherwise within the physical premises of the Sub-Licensee. For the avoidance of doubt, Walk-In Users may be given access to the Licensed Material by any wireless Secure Network. Walk-In Users are not allowed off-site access to the Licensed Material.

	means the email to the Sub-Licensee, automatically generated by the JISC Online Ordering Service after the Sub-Licensee has completed the Subscription Order and Acceptance Form, confirming that the Sub-Licensee has placed the order, the start and end date of the subscription period and that the JISC Collections has agreed to the terms and conditions of the Sub-Licence.

	"Order Confirmation Email (JISC Collections)"
	means the email to JISC Collections, automatically generated by the JISC Online Ordering Service after the Sub-Licensee has completed the Subscription Order and Acceptance Form, confirming that the Sub-Licensee has placed the order, the start and end date of the subscription period and that the Sub-Licensee has agreed to the terms and conditions of the Sub-Licence.

	"Secure Network"
"Sub-Liensee"

	means a network which is only accessible by Secure Authentication.
means the sub-licensee whose details are set out in the Subscription Order and Acceptance Form, which can be found at www.jisc-collections.ac.uk. A sample copy of the form is attached hereto .and made a part hereof

	"Subscription Order and Acceptance Form"

	means the form used by JISC Collections as part of the JISC Collections Online Ordering Service. A sample copy of the form is attached hereto in Annex 1. Once the completed form has been received by the JISC Collections Online Ordering Service, the system automatically generates an Order Confirmation Email (Institution) to the Sub-Licensee, Order Confirmation Email (JISC Collection) to JISC Collections and an Order Confirmation Email (Publisher) to the Publisher repeating the information on the form regarding the name of the Sub-Licensee, the resource, the start and end date of the subscription period and confirming the date on which the Sub-Licensee accepted the terms and conditions of the Sub-Licence.



1.2	Headings contained in this Sub-Licence are for reference purposes only and shall not be deemed to be an indication of the meaning of the clause to which they relate.
1.3	Where the context so implies, words importing the singular number shall include the plural and vice versa and words importing the masculine shall include the feminine and vice versa.
2.	GRANT OF SUB-LICENCE
2.1	The Sub-Licensee agrees to pay the Charges as set out in Schedule 1, in consideration of which JISC Collections agrees to grant to the Sub-Licensee a non-exclusive sub-licence to access and use the Licensed Material and to allow Authorised Users to access and use the Licensed Material throughout the term of this Sub-Licence by Secure Authentication for Educational Purposes only.       
3.	PERMITTED USES
3.1	This Sub-Licence permits the Sub-Licensee for Educational Purposes only to:
	3.1.1	supply to another library in the United Kingdom (whether by post, fax or secure electronic transmission provided the electronic file is deleted immediately after printing) a single paper copy of an electronic original of an individual document;
3.1.2	provide single printed or electronic copies of single articles at the request of individual Authorised Users;

3.1.3	display, download and print parts of the Licensed Material for the purpose of promoting or testing the Licensed Material or for training Authorised Users;

3.1.4	make and distribute copies of training material as may be required for the purpose of using the Licensed Material in accordance with this Sub-Licence; 
3.1.5.	mount and use metadata in bespoke and commercially available library systems to manage library operations; and 
3.1.6	allow Authorised Users for Educational Purposes only to:

		3.1.6.1 	access the Licensed Material by Secure Authentication in order to search, retrieve, view and display the Licensed Material;
		3.1.6.2	electronically save parts of the Licensed Material;
		3.1.6.3	print out copies of parts of the Licensed Material;
              3.1.6.4	incorporate parts of the Licensed Material, in printed and electronic course packs to be used in the course of instruction and/or in virtual learning environments hosted on a Secure Network. Authorised Users must specify the title and copyright owner of the Licensed Material used in the course packs. Course packs in other formats, such as Braille, may also be offered to Authorised Users;
		
3.1.6.5	incorporate parts of the Licensed Material, in printed or electronic form in assignments and portfolios, theses and in dissertations (“the Academic Works”), and to make reproductions of the Academic Works for personal use and library deposit.  Reproductions of the Academic Works can be provided to sponsors of those Academic Works.  Authorised Users must specify the title and copyright owner of the Licensed Material used in the Academic Works.
		
3.1.6.6	publicly display or publicly perform parts of the Licensed Material as part of a presentation at a seminar, conference, or workshop, or other similar event; 

		3.1.6.7	incorporate parts of the Licensed Material, in printed or electronic form in showreels, resumes and competition entries for the purposes of self-promotion. Each item shall carry appropriate acknowledgment of the source and copyright owner;
		3.1.6.8	use parts of the Licensed Material, in any electronic or print media, including advertising and editorial use. Each item shall carry appropriate acknowledgment of the source and copyright owner;	
3.1.6.9	save and/or deposit in perpetuity parts of the Licensed Material in electronic repositories operated by the Licensee and/or by an Authorised User on a Secure Network. Access to and use of such repositories shall be limited to Authorised Users;

3.1.6.10	use the Licensed Material to perform and engage in text mining/data mining activities for academic research and other Educational Purposes.

3.1.6.11	use parts of the Licensed Material for any other uses provided such uses are approved in writing by the Publisher.

3.2	This Sub-Licence shall be deemed to complement and extend the rights of the Institution and Authorised Users under the Copyright, Designs and Patents Act 1988 and the Copyright (Visually Impaired Persons) Act 2002 and nothing in this Sub-Licence shall constitute a waiver of any statutory rights held by the Institution and Authorised Users from time to time under these Acts or any amending legislation.
4.	RESTRICTIONS
4.1	Except where this Licence states otherwise, the Sub-Licensee and Authorised Users may not:
4.1.1	sell or resell the Licensed Material, unless the Publisher has given the Sub-Licensee or an Authorised User permission in writing to do so;

4.1.2	remove, obscure or alter copyright notices, acknowledgments or other means of identification or disclaimers;

	4.1.3	alter or adapt the Licensed Material, except to the extent necessary to make it perceptible on a computer screen, or as otherwise allowed under this Agreement.  For the avoidance of doubt, no alteration of the words or their order is allowed;

4.1.4	display or distribute any part of the Licensed Material, on any electronic network, including the internet other than by a Secure Network;

4.1.4 use all or any part of the Licensed Material for any Commercial Use or for any purpose other than Educational Purposes; and
4.1.6	provide access and/or allow use of the Licensed Material by anyone other than Authorised Users and Authorised Demonstrators.
4.2	This Clause will continue to apply after termination of this Sub-Licence for any reason.
5.	RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE SUB-LICENSEE
5.1	The Sub-Licensee will:
	5.1.1	give passwords or other access information only to Authorised Users and use all reasonable efforts to ensure that Authorised Users do not give their passwords or other access information to anyone else;
5.1.2 provide lists of valid IP addresses to JISC Collections and update those lists on a regularly as agreed by the parties from time to time;
5.1.3 use all reasonable efforts to ensure that only Authorised Users are permitted access to the Licensed Material;
5.1.4 use all reasonable efforts to ensure that all Authorised Users are made aware of and undertake to abide by the terms of this Sub-Licence; 
5.1.5 use all reasonable efforts to monitor compliance with the terms of this Sub-Licence and notify the Publisher and JISC Collections immediately and provide full particulars on becoming aware of any of the following:
(a) 	any unauthorised access to or use of the Licensed Material or unauthorised use of any of the Sub-Licensee's password(s); or
	(b) 	any breach by an Authorised User of the terms of this Sub-Licence. 
As soon as the Sub-Licensee is aware of any breach of the terms of this Sub-Licence, the Sub-Licensee further agrees promptly to fully investigate and initiate disciplinary procedures in accordance with the Sub-Licensee's standard practice and use all reasonable effort to ensure that such activity ceases and to prevent any recurrence; and
5.1.6 comply with all computer security procedures required by JISC Collections and/or a third party duly appointed by JISC Collections and take all reasonable steps to ensure the security of the Licensed Material.
6.	RESPONSIBILITIES OF JISC COLLECTIONS
 6.1	JISC Collections shall use all reasonable efforts to ensure access and use of the Licensed Material in accordance with the provisions as laid down in this Sub-Licence.
6.2	JISC Collections shall use all reasonable efforts to cause customer support services to be provided to the Sub-JISC Collections and to Authorised Users.
7.	USAGE DATA
7.1	The parties shall co-operate in gathering any data on usage of the Licensed Material that is available to them during the term of this Sub-Licence, and shall provide such data to each other upon request. Notwithstanding the foregoing, the parties shall neither assemble nor provide data from which an individual user could be identified. 
8.	CHARGES
8.1	The Sub-Licensee will pay the Charges to JISC Collections for the Sub-Licence in the amount and upon the terms as set out in Schedule 1
.
9.	TERM AND TERMINATION

9.1	The term of this Sub-Licence will commence upon the start date as set out in the Subscription Order and Acceptance Form (and subsequently in the Order Confirmation Email (Institution) and Order Confirmation Email (JISC Collections) and will remain in full force and effect until the end date as set out in such Subscription Order and Acceptance Form, unless terminated earlier as provided for in this Clause 9.

9.2	The Sub-Licensee may terminate this Agreement at any time without cause on the anniversary date as set out on the Subscription Order and Acceptance Form (and subsequently in the Order Confirmation Email (Institution) by giving JISC Collections sixty days notice to that effect,

9.3	Either party may terminate this Sub-Licence at any time on the material breach or repeated other breaches by the other of any obligation on its part under this Sub-Licence by serving a written notice on the other identifying the nature of the breach. The termination will become effective thirty days after receipt of the written notice unless during the relevant period of thirty (30) days the defaulting party remedies the breach.
9.4	Notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, this Sub-Licence will be treated as if terminated if the ACLS Humanities E-Book Licence Agreement between the Publisher and JISC Collections terminates until JISC Collections or the Publisher remedies the breach. JISC Collections will notify the Sub-Licensee of such termination and when it has remedied the breach. JISC Collections shall make reasonable endeavours not to cause the ACLS Humanities E-Book Licence Agreement between the Publisher and JISC Collections to terminate.
9.5	Further, notwithstanding anything to the contrary herein, upon a breach by the Sub-Licensee, on-line access to the Licensed Material shall be terminated.
9.6	Upon termination of this Sub-Licence, copies of parts of the Licensed Material made by the Sub-Licensee or Authorised Users may be retained. Such copies may be used after termination of this Agreement subject to the terms of Clauses 3 and 4 of this Sub-Licence, which terms shall survive any termination of this Sub-Licence. 

10.	ACKNOWLEDGEMENT AND PROTECTION OF INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS

10.1	The Sub- acknowledges that the Intellectual Property Rights in the Licensed Material are the sole and exclusive property of the Publisher or are duly licensed to the Publisher and that this Sub-Licence does not assign or transfer to the Sub-Licensee any right, title or interest therein except for the right to use the Licensed Material in accordance with the terms and conditions of this Sub-Licence.
11.	REPRESENTATIONS, WARRANTIES AND INDEMNIFICATION
11.1	The Sub-Licensee represents and warrants that it has sufficient authority and rights to enter into and perform its obligations under this Sub-Licence.
11.2	JISC Collections represents and warrants that it has the right to grant the Sub-Licence and that the use of the Licensed Material by the Sub-Licensee and Authorised Users in accordance with the terms of this Sub-Licence shall not infringe the copyright of any third party. The foregoing shall not apply to improper usage of the Licensed Material by the Sub-Licensee or Authorised Users. JISC Collections makes no representation or warranty, and expressly disclaims any liability with respect to the content of the Licensed Material, including but not limited to errors or omissions contained therein, libel, infringement of rights of publicity, privacy, trademark rights, moral rights, or the disclosure of confidential information.
11.3	The Sub-Licensee agrees to notify the Publisher and JISC Collections within 48 hours and provide full particulars in the event that it becomes aware of any actual or threatened claims by any third party in connection with any works contained in the Licensed Material. It is expressly agreed that upon such notification, or if the Publisher becomes aware of such a claim from other sources, the Publisher may remove such work(s) from the Licensed Material. At the request of the Publisher, the Sub-Licensee will make all reasonable efforts to remove such work(s) from any copies of the Licensed Material maintained by the Sub-Licensee.  Failure to report knowledge of any actual or threatened claim by any third party shall be deemed a material breach of this Sub-Licence.
11.4	Nothing in this Sub-Licence shall make the Sub-Licensee liable for breach of the terms of this Sub-Licence by any Authorised User provided that the Sub-Licensee did not cause, knowingly assist or condone the continuation of such breach after becoming aware of a an actual breach having occurred.
11.5	Subject to the above and to the extent permitted by law, JISC Collections shall not be liable to the Sub-Licensee for any loss or damage including any loss of profits, goodwill, contract or any indirect or consequential loss including loss or damage suffered by the Sub-Licensee as a result of an action brought by a third party.
11.6	The Publisher reserves the right to change the content, presentation, user facilities or availability of parts of the Licensed Material and to make changes in any software used to deliver the Licensed Material at their sole discretion. JISC Collections will notify the Sub-Licensee of any substantial change to the Licensed Material.
11.7	Other than the express warranties stated in this Clause 11, the Licensed Material is provided on an “as is” basis, and JISC Collections disclaims any and all other warranties, conditions, or representations (express, implied, oral or written), relating to the Licensed Material or any part thereof, including, without limitation, any and all implied warranties of quality, performance, merchantability or fitness for a particular purpose. JISC Collections further expressly disclaims any warranty or representation to Authorised Users, or to any third party. JISC Collections accepts no liability for loss suffered or incurred by the Sub-Licensee or Authorised Users as a result of their reliance on the Licensed Material.
11.8	The Sub-Licensee represents to JISC Collections that its computer system through which the Licensed Material will be used is configured, and procedures are in place, to prohibit access to the Licensed Material by any person other than an Authorised User; that it shall inform Authorised Users about the conditions of use of the Licensed Material; and that during the term of this Sub-Licence, the Sub-Licensee will continue to make all reasonable efforts to bar non-permitted access and to convey appropriate use information to its Authorised Users.
11.9	JISC Collections and the Sub-Licensee do not seek to exclude liability under this Agreement for fraud or for personal injury or death caused by its negligence and the negligence of its employees, authorised sub-contractors and agents.
12.	FORCE MAJEURE
12.1	Either party’s failure to perform any term or condition of this Sub-Licence as a result of circumstances beyond the control of the relevant party (including without limitation, war, strikes, flood, governmental restrictions, and power, telecommunications or Internet failures or damages to or destruction of any network facilities) ["Force Majeure"] shall not be deemed to be, or to give rise to, a breach of this Sub-Licence.
12.2	If either party to this Sub-Licence is prevented or delayed in the performance of any of its obligations under this Sub-Licence by Force Majeure and if such party gives written notice thereof to the other party specifying the matters constituting Force Majeure together with such evidence as it reasonably can give and specifying the period for which it is estimated that such prevention or delay will continue, then the party in question shall be excused the performance or the punctual performance as the case may be as from the date of such notice for so long as such cause of prevention or delay shall continue.
13.	ASSIGNMENT
13.1	Neither this Sub-Licence nor any of the rights and obligations under it may be assigned or sub-licensed by the Sub-Licensee without obtaining the prior written consent of JISC Collections, such consent not to be unreasonably withheld or delayed. In any permitted assignment, the assignor shall procure and ensure that the assignee shall assume all rights and obligations of the assignor under this Sub-Licence and agrees to be bound to all the terms of this Sub-Licence.
14.	GOVERNING LAW AND DISPUTE RESOLUTION
14.1	This Sub-Licence shall be governed by and construed in accordance with English law and the parties irrevocably agree that any dispute arising out of or in connection with this Sub-Licence will be subject to and within the jurisdiction of the English courts.
14.2	Where the parties agree that a dispute arising out of or in connection with this Sub-Licence would best be resolved by the decision of an expert, they will agree upon the nature of the expert required and together appoint a suitable expert by agreement. In default of agreement upon whom to appoint as a suitable expert, such expert shall upon the request of either party be appointed by the Chair for the time being of Universities UK (http://www.universities.ac.uk).
14.3	Any person to whom a reference is made under Clause 14.2 shall act as expert and not as an arbitrator and his decision (which shall be given by him in writing and shall state the reasons for his decision) shall be final and binding on the parties except in the case of manifest error or fraud.
14.4	Each party shall provide the expert with such information and documentation as he may reasonably require for the purposes of his decision.
14.5	The costs of the expert shall be borne by the parties in such proportions as the expert may determine to be fair and reasonable in all circumstances or, if no determination is made by the expert, by the parties in equal proportions.
15.	NOTICES
15.1	All notices required to be given under this Sub-Licence shall be given in writing in English and sent by courier, or special delivery to the relevant addressee at its address set out below, or to such other address as may be notified by either party to the other from time to time under this Sub-Licence, and all such notices shall be deemed to have been received three (3) days after the date of posting in the case of special delivery or despatch in the case of courier:

Failure by either party to exercise or enforce any rights conferred upon it by this Sub-Licence shall not be deemed to be a waiver of any such rights or operate so as to bar the exercise or enforcement thereof at any subsequent time or times.

5.	In order to ensure that journal content remains easily accessible by Institutions and their Authorised Users when there is a transfer of material between parties, and to ensure that the transfer process occurs with minimum disruption, the Publisher will:


· Use all reasonable efforts to keep to the Code of Practice of Project Transfer (www.projecttransfer.org).
6.	Because an estimated 40% of full text usage on publisher sites is driven by library databases (including Google Scholar and Next Generation Discovery Tools). A major part of this access flows through OpenURL link resolvers that rely on detailed knowledge base title data provided by the Publisher. In order to ensure accurate, up to date representation of the Licensed Material and to ensure Authorised Users have ease of access the Publisher will:
· Use all reasonable efforts to give the link-resolver vendors and A-Z vendors the following information about each title in the licensed material on a monthly basis.
· Title
· ISSN or eISSN
· Previous title, if appropriate
· Previous ISSN or eISSN, if appropriate
· First volume and issue made available as part of the offer or, if volume and issue are not available, first year, final volume and issue or year and URL. (You can get information on the names of the link resolver companies from JISC Collections.)

7.	Technical and metadata specification

Descriptive metadata for still and moving images should adhere to the Dublin Core Initiative as documented at http://dublincore.org/documents/library-application-profile/index.shtml. Specific terms, such as “StillImage”, “MovingImages”, are defined at http://dublincore.org/documents/dcmi-type-vocabulary/. Use Internet Media Types [MIME] to describe media formats (see http://www.iana.org/assignments/media-types/) Descriptive metadata should be provided in XML. 

G.1 Title (DC Title)
Name by which the resource is formally known: 

Mona Lisa, La Gioconda, Angel of the North.

If the image is a depiction of another resource, then the title may differ from the object depicted in the photo, e.g. “Angel of the North” (the sculpture by Antony Gormley) differs from “Angel of the North 3” (a photograph by Conor Lawless http://www.flickr.com/photos/conchur/130717539/.). 

Allowed: multiple DC title files with a stated qualification. Any qualifications are to be agreed by the project manager in advance of supply. 
G.1 Creator (DC Creator)
The entity responsible for making the content of the resource: 

Antony Gormley

Conor Lawless (in the case of the photo in the “title” example above, if the image is primarily the artistic expression of the photographer rather than the subject. If there is doubt, include both the photographer and the title of the artwork used as subject in the creator field. . 

G.2 Publisher/ Agency (DC Publisher)
The organisation that supplied the images (not necessarily the owner).

Example: AP Archive

This subject code replaces the “relevance” field, comprising five subject relevance areas specified in the ITT (history, arts, sciences, social sciences, geography,)
Detailed subject code

Optional: additional IPTC lower-level codes. 
We recommend using a detailed subject code, following the detailed IPTC subject codes, described above, including the code number. This enables the detailed subject codes to be mapped to the top-level subject code. Ideally, show multiple terms in a container with multiple elements. If a spreadsheet, separate by semi-colons. 

Example: 

Image of Gordon Brown, UK Prime Minister.
Subject: Politics; 11000000
Subject: government; 11006000


G.4 Description (DC Description)
An account of the content of the resource. This could be a caption (for a still image). Examples:

Three-quarter portrait of a Florentine woman in front of a landscape 

Supporters of football league clubs could see some changes over the next few years. Radical proposals discussed by the seventy two chairmen today included penalty kicks to decide drawn matches and a new super league of 12 clubs.


G.5 Contributor/Photographer (DC Contributor)
The entity responsible for making contributions to the content of the resource, e.g. Jane Smith [digital photographer], even if the photo is of the Mona Lisa.

Allowed: multiple DC Contributor fields with a stated qualification. Any qualifications are to be agreed by the project manager in advance of supply. 

G.6 Created (DC Created)
Status: mandatory

The date field should show the date when the resource was created. Minimum format is:

YYYY

Also allowed are more detailed formats up to 

YYYYMMDD

Thus, a photograph of Stonehenge taken in 2003 would have for this field the value “2003”. 

Dates should conform to ISO8601 http://dublincore.org/documents/library-application-profile/index.shtml#ISO8601.

G.7 Type (DC Type)
Allowed terms: StillImage, MovingImage

G.8 Identifier 
A unique identification of the image that enables the image file to be retrieved and linked to the metadata.
Status: mandatory. 

G.9 Rights (DC Rights)
Information about rights held in and over the resource, e.g. © [owner of digital collection]. This may not be the same as the publisher or agency. 

G.10 Location
Status: Location must be included if the content object could reasonably be retrieved by searching for a single place. For example, a still or moving image entitled "Eiffel Tower" must have a location code. A photo of Ernest Hemingway need not have a location code. A place can be a point or an area, for example “Yorkshire”, or “Scotland” can have a location code.

Places are referred to as points, showing latitude and longitude in that order, using decimal degrees, separated by a single space. At least three decimal degree places should be included (more places are acceptable, fewer are not). Each value can be positive or negative. Follow the coding system described at DCMI “Point” (http://dublincore.org/documents/dcmi-point/) . Only the values “north” and “east” are mandatory.

Example: 

East=45.256; north=-71.925; name=Boston

The “name” value is free text and is optional. The name value should follow standard sources, e.g. The Thesaurus of Geographic Names. This value should include place but not country. Country is included under “Country”.

To add location codes for large numbers of items, use the list at http://www.geonames.org, which has a freely downloadable set of places names with location values. 

If adding location codes by hand, a suggested method is to use Google Earth (http://earth.google.com/) If you enter a search term e.g. 'Paris' this will take you directly to the place. In the 'Search ' pane, right click on the text 'Paris' beside the check box and select 'Properties' and you will see the lat/long shown .If this is not in decimal degrees the default can be changed under the Tools->Options..->Show lat/long settings menu.


This will work for geographical areas such as “Scotland”, and “Yorkshire” also – the point reference given is a central point (technically known as a centroid location): 


G.11 Coverage temporal (DC Coverage temporal)
The date when something happened. This field is not used for the date when the image was created. 

Example: 
Boston Tea Party
Coverage temporal = 1773

Benjamin West “The Death of Nelson”
Coverage temporal = 1805 (the date of Nelson’s death, not the date of the painting)
N.b. year can be negative for BC dates. 

Allowed: multiple DC Coverage Temporal values with a stated qualification. Any qualifications are to be agreed by the project manager in advance of supply. 

Dates should conform to ISO8601 http://dublincore.org/documents/library-application-profile/index.shtml#ISO8601.

Allowed: for a resource that covers a period, rather than a single date, a qualifier for period (see http://dublincore.org/documents/dcmi-period/). Examples:

The Great Depression
start=1929; end=1939

Incomplete periods have no end date, e.g.

Gordon Brown as Prime Minister
start=2007

G.12 Country
The country linked to the resource:

Pearl Harbor
Country: USA

Names of countries should be based on ISO-3166-1, which is reproduced at http://geotags.com/iso3166/countries.html . 

G.13 Comments
Status: free text note field. Add any comments here that cannot be placed elsewhere. 

G.14 Credit
“Credit” & “Agency” can have different content. In Education Image Gallery, the agency is the organisation handling the item (e.g. AFP, from EIG), while “Credit” is the person or company named in the credits appearing alongside the image. 

Examples from an EIG record:
Agency: AFP PHOTO/Paul J. Richards
Credit: PAUL J. RICHARDS/AFP/Getty Images

Agency: "Ford Motor Company"
